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1st workshop: 16th September 2011

The title of the workshop was Lost in Translation: Jokes based on polysemy and homonymy in English and Croatian. It was held by Ester Vidović, M.A., Faculty of Teacher Education, University of Rijeka.
Summary: Humour significantly aids in establishing a relaxed atmosphere in class and influences students´motivation. Moreover, the teaching material becomes more interesting and entertaining, while grammatical and lexical features are acquired in a lighter tone. A comparison was made between popular English and Croatian jokes based on polysemy and homonymy. Special attention was paid to cognitive processes that make the creation of such jokes possible. The aim of the workshop was to illustrate to what an extent these jokes are culturally and linguistically bound and thus difficult to translate.  
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2nd workshop: 25th November 2011
The title of the workshop was Learning styles and strategies – maximize your teaching and learning. It was  held by Eva Lokotar Vojnović, prof., Srednja škola Pregrada, Pregrada.

Summary: Have you ever wondered how to gain better results in your class? In recent years, it has been widely believed that learning styles should have an effect on the classroom and many methodologists propose that teachers should assess their students' learning styles and modify their teaching methods to best fit each student. This workshop aimed at helping teachers see how to vary their class activities and, at the same time, accomodate different learning styles.
